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Regulations on the basic principles of activity

Charitable foundation "Volunteer movement of Bukovyna"

Humanity

The Volunteer Movement, which was created due to the desire to provide assistance to all victims on the
battlefield without exception or preference, tries to prevent or alleviate human suffering under any
circumstances, both at the international and national levels. The activities of the Volunteer Movement are
designed to protect human life and health, ensure respect for the human person, and contribute to the
achievement of mutual understanding, friendship, cooperation and lasting peace between peoples.

Impartiality

The Volunteer Movement does not make any distinction on the basis of race, religion, class or political
beliefs. It ohly tries to alleviate the suffering of people, especially those who need it most.

Neutrality

In order to maintain public confidence, the Volunteer Movement cannot take sides in armed conflicts or
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engage in political, racial, religious or ideological disputes.

Independence

The Volunteer Movement is independent. While assisting the government in its humanitarian activities and
complying with the laws of their country, they must, however, always maintain their autonomy to be able
to act in accordance with the principles of the Volunteer Movement.

Voluntariness

The Volunteer Movement is in no way motivated by the desire for profit in its voluntary assistance activities
